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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this independent study was to produce e-Learning courseware titled
Instructional Media. The subjects were 30 undergraduate students who are currently studying
059400 Instructional Media course offered by the Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University.

The instruments of this study were the e-Learning courseware titled Instructional
Media and a questionnaire on e-Learning courseware’s usability. After utilizing the e-Learning
courseware, the subjects were asked to fill out the questionnaires. The data were analyzed and
presented in the form of percentages.

The study found that 28 subjects (93.33 %) of the subjects agreed with the
production of the e-Learning courseware in the 3 areas: the content presentation, the navigation
and the usability. This meant that the courseware was designed in a way to present its content in
a sequence from easy level to difficulty level. The content was clear and easy to understand.

The internal links were complete. Linked texts were meaningful and understandable. It was easy
to study from the courseware. Overall, the design of the 3 areas was appropriate. For the screen
design, there were 26 subjects (86.67 %) who agreed that the quantity of texts and the sizes of the
pictures were suitable. In addition, the font types and styles used were easy to read and well-
designed in every page of the course. Also, the position of t‘itle, content layout, and the buttons
were appropriate. The subjects suggested that the ¢-Leaming courseware which incorporated

audio of narrated scripts should have provided audio button for users listen to the scripts again.
