The objective of this research is to investigate media content in mass media
and to propose how to create media content with quality which pay attention to public
interest. The quality of media content investigated here would be limited to 4 areas:
a) the diversity of media content; b) the ethics and morality of media content; c) the
promotion of civil society; and d) the independence of media content from
intervention. The method followed would be to review concepts and example of
media content from quality media, to analyze the media content and synthesize data
from other related researches as well as to interview people. The media emphasized
would be newspaper, radio and television.

In conclusion, in term of diversity of media content, it is still limited by the
presentation form. Most of the contents are in entertainment. There is not enough
diversity to reach all groups of people. News and feature programs tend to be
decreased. For the ethics and morality of media content, media often violate human
rights and privacy rights. It reproduces several myth, especially gender bias. It
represents different forms of violence. For the promotion of civil society, media still
take a role of reporter, rather than an advocator for movement in civil society.
Among radio and television programs, numbers of pf/ogram for disadvantaged groups
are dramatically reducing and what is left is scheduled during inappropriate time. For
the independence of media content from intervention, newspapers try to set up a
measurement within the editorial team to prevent intervention from business and
political sectors. However intervention has progreséed and come in different forms.
Radio and TV under the ownership of government with granted to private sector, play
an eminent role in limiting freedom of the media, especially for news or news analysis
programs. It also has an effect on the adjustment of program schedule which cares
more on the market condition than public interest.

This research recommends how to produce quality media content,
emphasizing on Government, media/producer of programs and civil society. Example
are for the government to provide enough time-sharing of radio and TV programs for
programs with content for the interest of different groups, such as children, women,
disadvantaged groups. At least 10 percent of the programs during prime time to be
produced by small producers. All media to contribute parts of their profit from

commercial programs to media development fund. Manual on production of quality
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media content to be developed. Public sector to set up a group to develop skill on

media literacy.
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
