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The purpose of this study were to evaluate the implementation status of a
school-based curriculum and to study the problems and obstacles encountered from
implementing the school-based curriculum of Ban Tha Madua School. The five major
points considered in this appraisal were transformation of the curriculum to actual
teaching methods; provision of factors and environment; management of the curriculum;
administration of teaching methods according to curriculum; and supervision of the
implementation of the curriculum. The researcher has gathered documents and collected
raw data on site in order to create the appraisal indicators and criteria to consider the
indicators then designed data collection methods for analyzing and evaluating the
implementation status of the curriculum used in the educational institute.

The research findings indicated that the appraisal of the implementation status
of a school-based curriculum of Ban Tha Madua School were rated at three levels.
The good levels were transformation of the curriculum to actual teaching methods,
provision of factors and environment and management of the curriculum , whereas
administration of teaching methods according to curriculum was rated at fair level. In
addition, supervision of the implementation of the curriculum was rated at should be
improved level. There were 3 categories of problems and obstacles in implementing
this school-based curriculum. 1) Administration and service were personnel preparation,
provision of teachers to teach, and management of curriculum; 2) teaching processes
were revision of curriculum, lesson plan preparation, learning activities, and learning
assessment; and 3) enhancement and monitoring the implementing of the curriculum

were supervising and monitoring.
