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The objective of this descriptive research was to study an adaptation of women - leaded

family after divorce, the relationship of family appraisal, family resources, problem solving and
coping ( PSC) and family adaptation. Sample were 70 women - leaded families after divorce.
The tools were the interview demographic data, family appraisal, family resources which were
modified from social support ( Schaefe et al,1981 cited in Tilden, 1985) problem solving and
coping ( PSC)  (McCubbin & McCubbin ,1993) and family adaptation (McCubbin, et al,1996)
and Pilot study. These tools were tested for content validity by five experts. The reliability
coefficient of family appraisal, family resources, problem solving and coping ( PSC ) and family
adaptation were . 963, .907, .849 and .961 respectively, estimated by Cronbach’s alpha
coefficient. The data were analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and

Pearson’s product moment correlation coefficient.

The results of the study are found as the following :

1. The mean score of family adaptation are in moderate level.

2. Family appraisal is positively correlation with problem solving and coping (PSC)
and family adaptation at 0.01 level of significance. (r = .640, .516)

3. PFamily resources is positively correlation with problem solving and copihg (PSC)
and family adaptation at 0.01 level of significance. (r=.784, .646)

4. Problem solving and coping (PSC) is positively correlation with family adaptation at

0.01 level of significance. (r = .800)
