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The objectives of this research were to study 1) personal , family , social and social
phychology characteristics of male students in Agriculture Education Reform Project in Northeast
Thailand 2) adaptation in role and interdependence of the students 3) factors influencing role and
interdependence adaptation of male students , and 4) problems and faced by the students. The sample
of this research were 307 male students studying at the certificate level 1-3 in vocauonal schools in
Muang dmnrts under the Agriculture Education Reform Project in Northeast Thailand in year 2002.
The obtained data were processed by using SPSS for Windows and statistically analyzed by percentage,
arithmetic means, standard deviation, maximum and minimum scores. Chi-square test for bi-variate
relation and Pearson coefficient of correlation were used to analyze the relationships of variables and
multiple regression was adopted to analyze factors influencing the adaptation of male students in
Agriculture Education Reform Project in Northeast Thailand.

The result of this research shows that most male students 65.5 percent in Agriculture Education
Reform Project in Northeast Thailand can adapt themselves at moderate level. When classified adaptation
into role and interdependece adaptation , most of them (84.4 and 56.4 percent respectively) can adapt
themselves at moderate level. Factors influencing the male students in Agriculture Education Reform
Project in Northeast Thailand with statistical significance at 0.05 are parents’ acceptance , while those
with statistical significance at 0.01 are opinion in agriculture study and self awareness. Multiple
regression analysis shows that all the independent variables can predict the adaptation of male students in
Agriculture Education Reform Project in Northeast Thailand at 48.8 percent precision. Problems and
obstacles happended to male students in dormitory include dirty bedroom and bathroom and distance
between dormitory and classroom. Though most of the students are satisfied with the behavier of the
housemasters and their friends , some smali groups make complaints on the housemasters for being
authoritative and irrational and for speaking monotonously , while friends are complained for making

loud noice , being offensive , gambling and using drugs in the bedrooms.
