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Abstract TEI 4 5 24 1

The purpose of this research was to study grape production and marketing of farmers in
Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai provincesby selecting 35 farmers as the sample who cultivated grape
for 1 rai up in Chiang Mai and Chiang Rai provinces The instrument used for data collection was
the interview and the data were analyzed through the application of Statistical Package for the
Social Science (SPSS for windows) by using Descriptive statistics to find out Means, Percentage,
Minimum, Maximum and Standard Deviation.

¥rom the research, it was found that most of farmers who cultivated grape consisted of
male, age of 23 — 35 ycars with degree graduated. The family of farmers was single type and had
no more than 4 members each family. They received the agricultural information from farmer’s
document and tclevision. They had experiences about grape cultivation for average 2.66 years and
average area for cultivation was 5.43 rais per family while the cultivation period was during
March. The strain of grape acquired was from other farmers who also cultivated grape and the
type of grape was the Whitemalaka. They cultivated grape by digging dry ground and tended to
get rid of unwanted weeds by cutting, and using minisprinkle to water grape.

Concerning investment of grape cultivation was totally 16,900.00 Baths/Rai/Cmb a-nd the
rate of return from grape production was 2,032.86 Kilograms/Rai/Crop. The cost of grape selling
was average 51.48 Baths/Kilograms which making income and profit after cost deduction at
average 104,651.63 and 87,751.63 Baths/Rai/Crop respectively.

Concerning grape selling, They tended to sell grape themselves at the city market and set
marketing price as price reference. The price of grape will increase during January while July the
price will decrease. Income from grape were from daily sell which investment of production, it
was based on their own money with amount of average investment 59,885.71 Baths/Rai. This
investment was classified into 16,900 Baths/Crop for storing which they eamed 104,651.63
Baths/Rai/Crop.

Concerning problems and obstacles of grape production were from diseases and insects,
lack of principal information, problem due to unwanted weeds, problem of marketing news and
product quality. From these, the supporting from the Government sector who concerned are
needed which these Government sectors should more support and promote grape production
continuously, and should spread technical information and training for making the farmers morc

skills so that they can take to do more efficiency.
