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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to examine the situation of Bamboo Wickerwork
Group and to suggest guidelines for developing the group based on the Sufficient Economics
Theory at Nong Keaw Sub-District, Hang Dong District, Chiang Mai Province. The data were
collected from key informants 12 chairperson and members for Bamboo Wickerwork Group, 2
local leaders, 2 senioritis, 1 teacher and 1 monk.

The research results were as follows:

1. The history of this group was set informally in order to solve problems on
occupation and developed to be formal group for OTOP in 2002,

2. For problems of the group, group members lacked of better understanding on group
management and production included lacked of better attitude on working and applied Sufficient
Economics Theory.

3. For group members’ needs, they needed higher income, appropriate raw materials
management, quality controlling, logistics management and transparency working including more '

participation of group members.
4. Guidelines for developing group, there were 2 directions:
4.1 To develop the knowledge and understanding on Sufficient Economic Theory
by:
1) Conducting training on Sufficient Economics Theory for group members for

implement in their lives.

2) Setting learning corner on Sﬁfﬁcient Economics Theory at the Group’s
office, collaborating with local leaders and school.

3) Conducting participatory meeting to utilization the Sufficient Economics
Theory undered supporting by local government.

4.2 To develop attitude of groups on mutual benefits of group management based

on the Sufficient Economics Theory - sufficient, reason and self - protection by project — based.

1) Studying Tour other occupational groups based on the Sufficient Economics
Theory with supporting by local government.

2) Establishing self - saving project by supporting of local leaders and bank in
the community.

3) Planting bamboo and papyrus in the village by supporting of local leaders.
