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This independent study was aimed to study learning process by using problem-based
learning in order to develop writing of the Mathayom Suksa 4 Pga K’ nayu students in the
academic year of 2005 at Somdej Praputhachinnawong School, Chiang Mai Province.

The sample used in this study was 30 Mathayom Suksa 4 Pga K’ nayu students, who had
writing and spelling problems. The instruments were 6 problem-based learning plans on
tone using, writing, spelling, whole sentence writing, and story writing with 12 hours of
time consuming and 60 items of four multiple choices pretest-posttest and one subjective
test that allowed the students to do narrative writing. |

The result of this study showed that:

1. Mathayom Suksa 4 Pga K’ nayu students at Somdej Praputhachinnawong School
had developed better learning. They started to develop their learning during 1 to 6" learning
plan, when they did activities in the lesson showed at a fair level and had develop to a good
level.

2. Mathayom Suksa 4 Pga K’ nayu students at Somdej Praputhachinnawong School

had the average score of posttest higher than pretest at the significant of .01.
