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The purposes of study were to construct English experience léémihg ; plans by using
movement and rhythmic activities for preschool children, and to study the reS_ults of using those
plans. The target group was 24 Kindergarten 3/2 students in the second ,s.er.hest,er‘_'éf 200_9
academic year at Sitiaumphorn Kindergarten School, Pai District, Mae Hong Son Educatibnal
Service Area Ofﬁce Region 1. The instruments used in this study were 4 unité of Enélish
experience 1eéming'p1aﬁs by using movement and rhythmic activities for préséhool ’chil_drén,
which each unit consisted of 5 plans with the total of 20 plans, and 20 items of English tes:t_. The
data was analyzed by computing percentages and then compared with the set criteria of 70.00%.
The results found that:

1. The 4 units; Parts of body, Colors, Seven days in a week, and Animals, of English
experience learning plans by using movement and rhythmic activities for preschool children,
which each unit consisted of 5 plans with the total of 20 plans were suitable to ﬁse with
Kindergarten 3 students. B |

2. The results of implementing English learning experience plans by using movement
and rhythmic activities showed that after Kindergarten 3 students leamedeith:tl.lc;se plans, all

students’ scores were higher than the set criteria of 70.00 percents with the average of 98.13.
