The purpcse of this research was to study Developing Mind Mapping on

Thailand and Burma War During Avutthaya Period for the Second Grade Levei Students
atMontfort College, Chiang Mai Province. The subject was one class of 56 students of
Phathom 5/3 in their second semester of 2003 academic year. Tools used in this
research were (1) There are 6 lesson plans and 18 periods from the learning unit
Thailand and Burma War During Ayutthaya Period. (2) Concept measurement from
each lesson for the learning unit Thailand and Burma War During Ayutthaya Period.
(3) Mind Mapping measurement by 6 characteristices from each lesson for the learning
unit Thailand and Burma War During Ayutthaya Period. The data was analyed by
arithmetic means, standard deviation, and correiation. Then, all data were presented in
descriptive writing.

The research results were as follows :

1. The study of Developing Mind Mapping on Thailand and Burma War During
Ayutthaya Period for the Second Grade Level Students at Montfort College, Chiang Mai
Province found that the result was good for student's concept.

2. The study of Mind Mapping on Thailand and Burma War During Ayutthaya
Period for the Second Grade Level Students at Montfort College, Chiang Mai Province
found that students were able to create Mind Mapping by 6 characteristics at the
excellent level.

3. The knowledge of concept and Mind Mapping on Thailand and Burma War
During Ayutthaya Period correlate at the middie level. It implied that the students who

have the conceptualized and differentiated thinking, will be able to create a good mind

mapping.
