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The purposes of this study were to construct instructional plans for Prathom Suksa 6
students by using CIRC method, to compare Prathom Suksa 6 students’ achievement before
and after learning English reading comprehension through CIRC method and also comparing
with 25% developmental differentiation set criteria, and to study Prathom Suksa 6 students’
participatory behaviors during learning through CIRC method. The target group consisted of
14 Prathom Suksa 6 students at Maekong Wittaya School, Lampang Educational Service Area
1 in the second semester of 2007 Academic Year. The instruments applied in this study
consisted of 1) 8 instructional plans on English reading comprehension through CIRC method,
which consumed the total of 16 teaching hours, 2) an achievemeﬁt test on English reading
comprehension, and 3) a students’ participatory behaviors observation form. The collected
data were analyzed by using means, percentage, then compared developmental differentiation
with the set criterion of 25 percent and the students’ behaviors were interpreted according to
the set criterion. The data were presented through tables with description.

The ﬁndifxgs of this study were as follows: -

1. The constructed instructional plans using CIRC method for Prathom Suksa 6
students consisted of 8 instructional plans with the total of 16 teaching hours. The plans
consisted of four steps, which were presentation, team work, test and consciousness of group’s
success. The plans were able to effectively develop students’ English reading comprehension.

2. After learning through CIRC method, students’ learning achievement of English
reading comprehension was higher than before learning at the average score of 31.43 percent, and
also the developmental differentiation scores was higher than the set criterion of 25 percent.

3. Student’s participatory behaviors during class activities using CIRC method showed

that they cooperated with their friends and participated in group activities at the highest level. -
