The purpaoses of this research were aimed to study the leaming styles in
Thai language subject of Mathayom Suksa 2 students, to compare the Thai grammar
achievement of these students before and after taught through the leaming style —
based instruction, and to evaluate their leaming outcome.

The leaming styles of Mathayom Suksa 2 students were studied from the
population which consisted of 119 Mathayom Suksa 2 students from Maejaedee
Withayakhom School, Weing Pa Pao District, Chiang Rai Province in the first
semester of the academic year 2002. The Thai grammar achievement of 39 subjects
sampled through cluster random sampling technique was compared before and after
being taught through the leaming style - based instruction. The research
instruments included the questionnaire about the leaming styles in Thai language
subject, the Thai grammar achievement test, the lesson plans based on their leaming
styles, and the iearming assessment developed by the researcher.

The Thai grammar achievement test was administered to the students
before and after being taught through the use of 6 lesson plans based on their
learning styles for 18 periods, each of which iasted 50 minutes. The data obtained
were analyzed by using mean and t-test.

The research findings were as follows :

1. Mathayom Suksa 2 Students had the participant leaming styles the
most, and dependent, collaborative, competitive, independent and avoident leaming
styles, respectively.

2. The Thai grammar achievement of Mathayom Suksa 2 Students after
being taught through the learning style — based instruction was higher than that of the
pre-test at the significant level of .01.

3. Mathayom Suksa 2 students taught through the leaming style — based

instruction had the leaming outcome at the moderate level.
