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The purposes of this research were to develop I‘itt.le disc jockey club’s activities
focus on community participation, to study the process of community participation and to study
the outcome of curriculum implementation. The samples of this research were consisted of
32 pcéple i.e six students, studying in Prathom Suksa 4 to 6, who took little disc jockey club’s
member, six parents of the six students, one school administrator, one teacher, one community
head man, one head man of the village, two officials of the local administration organization,
two health volunteers of the village, one community radio station administrator of
FM 107.0 MHz radio station, one community radio volunteer FM107.0 MHz radio station,
ten communities listener of FM107.0 MHz radio station. The research instruments consisted of
questionnaires, lesson plans, the communicator’s ability test, the observation form of community
radio programming, the attitude test, and opinionnaires. The data obtained were analyzed by using
frequencies, percentages, means, standard deviations and detailed descriptions.

The results of the research were as follows :

2. 'I;he process of community
2.1 Surveying community and student’s needs
The community needed the students to develop some prospective
characteristics. The radio program was held on weekends for 30 minutes each time. The program
was divided into community knowledge, folk songs and focusing on speaking correctly
according to the official language and pronunciation.
2.2 Developing lesson plans
The 8 lesson plans for 20 hours consisted of contents, objectives, leamning
activities, materials, and evaluation. It covered domains of communicator’s ability, desirable
characteristics and attitudes.
2.3 Implementing lesson plans
The community had participated in the learning activities and the students
could pass the objectives.
2.4 Evaluating at the final stage
Students evaluated themselves in a good level but the parents and
communities evaluated the students in a fair level.
3. The outcome of curriculum implementation
