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The purposes of this research were to develop a self-study computer program on
English cultural knowledge for English major students, to compare students’ English cultural
knowledge before and after using the program, and to study the students’ opinion towards the
program used. The target group were 26 third and fourth year English major students of the
Faculty of Education, Chiang Mai University who enrolled in the first semester of the academic
year of 2006.

Two types of instruments were used in the study, namely 1) program development
instruments including a program evaluation form and an English cultural knowledge test and
2) data collecting instruments including an English cultural knowledge test and a questionnaire
on students’ opinion toward the program used. The data obtained were analyzed by means of
frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that the self-study computer program on English cultural
knowledge had been effectively developed at the good level and enabled the students to gain
more knowledge on English culture consequently. The students’ opinion towards the program

was highly positive.
