The purposes of this research were to develop activities which promote the
parents and teachers collaboration for improvement of the learning disabled students.
The samples for studying comprised 6 Prathom Suksa 1 and 7 Prathom Suksa 2
disabled students of San Mahapon School attached to the Office of Mae Taeng District
Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. The 13 students were selected by purposive
sampling. Their 13 parents and 1 teacher were included. The experimental instruments
were:

The activities development of the parents and teachers collaboration for
improvement of the learning disabled students had followed all the plans which vw.re
interviewing parents and students for basic data, pretesting parents’ understanding about
learning disabled students, a conference for parents and teachers about educaiio: “or
learning disabled students, curriculum planning and lesson plans for individu:.!
education and posttesting the parents’ understanding after using the plans. The findings
revealed that the development of the parents’ understanding about the learning ¢ :abled
students was higher statistically significant at .01 Not only did they pay morc iicntion
on the study of their children, but also satisfied with the activies used for their children.
Moreover; students’ reading and writing improvement was higher in various forms and
achieved all the learning objectives. All of them liked the small-group learning and
wanted to do more reading and writing exercises.
