The purposes of this research were to study English pronunciationgiliry and the
vocabulary retention of the students after being taught through the phonics method. The target
group was 20 Prathom Suksa 3 students enrolled in English course in the first semester of the
academic year 2004 at Bann Romluang School, Sansai District, Chiang Mai Province. The
experimental instruments were 5 lesson plans nsing the phonics method. The data collecting
instruments were English pronunciation ability test used after finishing each l=sson, and
vocabulary leamning ability test. The data obtained was analyzed by using mean, percentage

and standard deviation.

The findings reveaied that the English pronunciation ability of the students who were
taught through the phonics method exceeded the pre-set criteria. Moreover, the students had

retention of vocabulary after being taught through the phonics method.
