The purpose of this study was to develop the teacher manu?%r withg-sch40081
lcarning  resources usage for forcign Instruction. The Sample comprised : 1) 22 English
language teachers teaching in Class Level 4 from 6 secondary schools in Chiang Mai Educational
Area 5 and 2) 20 professionals in foreign language. Both were purposively selected. Instruments
used were the learning resources usage checklist and various references for instructional ideas.
Statistics used were percentage and frequency.

Findings were as follows :

1. Regarding the instruction of listening and speaking skills, the teachers used person-
type learning resources in teaching at the high level but place-type learning resources at the low
level. Nine instructional activities for person-type learning resources and 20 activities for place-
type resources were suggested.

2. According to reading skill instruction, the teachers used both person-type and place-
type learning resources at the high level.Ten activities for person-type and 15 for place-type
learning resources were suggested.

3. As for the instruction of writing skili, grammar and vocabulary instruction,
the teachers used person-type learning resource in teaching at the high level but used place-type
learning resources at the modcrate level. Nine instructional activities for person-type learning
resources and 13 activities for place-type resources were suggested.

4. According to the native culture instruction, teachers used person-type learning
resources at the low level but used place-type learning resources at the high level. Six
instructional activities for person-type learning resources and 11 activities for place-type

resources were suggested.
