The purposes of this research were to develop online learning and teaching quality in the
English writing of graduate students in the course 066714 Integration of Reading and Writing
Skills for Studying Fnglish as a Foreign Language Learning, to study ihe students’ writing ability
through cnline learning, and to study their opinions on using face to face and online peer revision
and on online learning. The target group comprised 29 graduate students in regular and
weekend TEFL programs who were eurolled in the 066714 courses in the second semester of the
academic year 2546. The research tools were opinion survey for online lesson devclopment, the
post online lesson appropriateness assessment form, reflective journals, composition writing,
questicnnaires on face to face and online peer revision and opinions on oniine learning. Analysis
of the data was carried out by using frequency, percentage, percent change, mean, standard
deviation and content analysis.

The finding were as follows :

1. Online lessons contain clear appropriate costent. The text is readable the studcnts
have a good attitude toward studying via online.

2. For the first composition, 3 out of 29 students were at ‘good’ level aid 8 students
were at ‘medium’ level. For the second composition,14, 13 and 2 were at ‘very good’ , ‘good’ and
‘medium’ respectively. Their percent change varied between 4 and 60.

3. The students considered peer revision useful. Although they found online peer
revision to be interesting their preference was for face to face peer revision.

4. More than 90% of the students found that online learning improved their writing

ability. They learned how to write better. The lessons were appropriate for the graduate level and

should continue to be used in the future.
