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The objective of this survey research was to study the current situation of journal
production and dissemination as well as their problems. The populations used in the study
consisted of journal editors at Khon Kaen University and journals which were produced
between 2001-2002. The tools for data collection were questionnaires and journal survey
forms. The former were handed out to 19 editors by the researcher: all copies were returned,
accounting for 100 percent. As for the forms, the researcher surveyed data from 19 titles at
the University’s Central Library and those in the Faculties of Medicine, Nursing, Education,
Veterinary Medicine and Architecture between December 2002-January 2003. Data analysis was
through the percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The results of the study:

All 19 titles of these journals were found chiefly prepared at faculty level (84.2%)
with a quarterly circulation (31.6%), with an aim to promotion and disseminating technical
knowledge (100.0%). The editorial staff was mostly obtained by the administrators’ nominating
of qualified persons (£2.6%); most journals did not fix this staii’s tenure (42.1%). The staff
consisted of lecturers and officials, mostly. About the search for articles, the significant way
was having lecturers and academics send their articles for publication (89.5%), then the staff
selected these articles (68.4%). Most journals were of research type (51.2%). About the
presentation of articles, most used Thai (91.9%). About article writers, most academic articles
were written by one person (87.1%), but research articles by more than three (39.2%). Most
writers were faculty lecturers (37.7%). Most journals did not contain an index at their back
(84.1%). About the check before publication, most journals were checked by experts
(94.7%), but the information from these journals did not specify that of the check on the
content (57.9%). About the publication, the offset type was mainly used (94.79%). The cost
of production per journal was between 10,000-15,000 baht (31.6%), and the number of
Journals was mostly at 301-500 (57.8%). The dissemination of journals was chiefly by
means of complimenting (94.7%). About journal memberships, most did not exceed 150
(53.4%) and most members were offices at the university (100.0%)

On the problems of production and dissemination, all journal titles were found with
these problems: proofreading (100.0%), late circulation (94.7%), shortage of articles to be
published, writers’late handing in their manuscripts, manuscripts’s not suiting the designated

format and editors’ not having enough time to prepare these journals (84.2% all equally).
