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The purposes of this research were 1) to produce an effective electronic book using
branching — plot story for Prathomsuksa 5 students of Anubanphonthong School. 2) to compare
the scores of the students between pretest and posttest after learned with the electronic book
produced by the researcher. 3) to study the satisfaction and the interest to read of the students
regarding using the electronic book produced by the researcher.

A group of 72 Prathomsuksa 5 students of Anubanphonthong School were drawn as a
sample by Multi — Stage Random Sampling. The data were collected in the first semester of the
academic year 2008. The tools of this research were 1) the branching — plot story electronic book
named “The Adventure in Himmapan Forest” produced by the researcher, 2) an achievement test
of 20 items, and 3) a survey form about satisfaction and interest to read of Prathomsuksa 5
students of Anubanphonthong School after reading the branching — plot story electronic book
named “The Adventure in Himmapan Forest”. Research methodology was One Group Pretest —~
Posttest Design. The statistic using for this research were frequency, percentage, mean, Standard
Deviation, t — test Dependent and The Effectiveness Index.

The result of research found that

1. The branching — plot story electronic book named “The Adventure in Himmapan
Forest” produced by the researcher had the effectiveness index at 0.61 in the field test and had the
effectiveness index at 0.60 in the target group.

2. The posttest mean scores of the students after learned with the electronic book
produced by the researcher was higher than the pretest mean scores significantly at .01 (P<.01).

3. The students satisfaction mean of the media were at the most satisfied level. The

students satisfaction mean of the contents and the interest to read were at the high satisfied level.
