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ABSTRACT
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The purpose of this study was to develop self care daily life skill in dressing for a
Down’s Syndrome boy with mild mentally retarded with 1.Q. of 60-70 level. The case studied
was a 5 years old Down’s Syndrome boy who is in the first kindergarten grade at the Special
Education Center of Phrae Province, in the second semester of academic year 2005. The
instruments for the study consisted of IEP, 6 IIP, competency pretest-posttest, learning behavioral
observation, recorded by teacher and parents, and development conclusion forms recording the
performance level in practising the dressing activities of the case.

The findings were as followed:

1. The constructed Individual Education Program and the 6 Individual Implementation
Plans facilitated the better development of the case in each activity.

2. The case had the satisfied performance in every activity, both at home and the

Special Education Center.
