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The purpose of this study was to develop skills in daily living sqch as money
spending, purchasing and money-changing process of the Intellectual Disabilities Person,
moderate level through real life situation teaching. This case study: 17 year- old Educable
Intellectual Disabilities male graduated M.S 3 from Kawila-anukoon school in academic
year 2008 and has not studied further. The research tools were composed of Individualized
Education Program , Individualized Transitional Plan , interview forms , behavioral
observation form , behavior evaluation form and a VDO recorder. Data were analyzed by
description.

The results were that real life situations teaching could develop skills in daily living
such as money spending, purchasing and money-changing process of Intellectual Disabilities
