Mass production and stock culture of eri silkworm were undertaken. Yield of eri silkworm was
sufficient for testing on eri snack development. The results showed eri-rice cracker and eri crispy cracker
‘each with 4 flavors, Tai Pla Paste, Pla Ra Song Kreung, Oong Paste and Long Rue Paste with salted egg.
These snacks were evaluated by 75 female tasters on preference. Forty four percent of evaluators preferred
eri crispy cracker “Long Rue Paste with salted egg” for the most, while the cracker “Tai Pla Paste”(24%),
the “Pla Ra Song Kreung” (16%) and “Oong Paste” (16%) flavors were in descending order. Result from
73 male evaluators preferred eri crispy “Oong Paste” and “Tai Pla Paste” with the most category with
26.03% preference. The latters were “Long Rue Paste with salted egg” and “Pla Ra Song Kreung” flavors
with 24.66% and 23.29% preference, respectively. Crackers of all flavors were tasted on long preservation
by out-look ;:valuation. All period study (10 weeks), the cracker still fresh as original at beginning of
preservation. Preference scores, “most-the most” (5.00) were the same as color appeared (unchanged
color). Mostly, preference color score of most-the most were stable up to 7-8 weeks. Only the “Tai Pla

Paste” flavor was indicated for most-the most until 5 weeks.
