The purposcs of the present rescarch were 1) 10 study the achicvement of a school-based
teacher training o the subject of instructional process by means of cooperative lcarning and 2) to
observe the teacher-trainees™ behavior while they were being trained. The sample was consisted
of 12 voluntcer-teachers in Kacen Nakorn Wittayalai School, Muang District, Khon Kacn
Province during the sccond semester of the 2003 academic year. The tools used in the study
included 1) a survey of the teachers’ need for the training according to the teaching manual, 2)
a test on the teachers® knowledge which they reccived from the training, and 3) a sclf-cvaluation
form for the teachers to cvaluate their organization of instructional activities using the
cooperative learning model. In addition, the trainces also reccived a teaching supervision in
which other teaching colleagues obscrved and supervised them while they were applying what
they had Icarned from the training to their classes.

Data collcction was done by mcans of giving a pretest to the sample group before the
training according to the training manual. The training activities were then organized in two
parts. In the first part the present researcher met with the group for onc day to give them the
knowledge necessary for performing their task in the study. The sccond part saw the trainces
applying what they had been trained to their classes while the present researcher made a follow-
up supervision for 4 weeks. At the end of that follow-up supervision the trainces were given
another posttest. The data collected from the test were analyzed in order to find the percentage of
those who made a higher achievement score than the prescribed 70% criterion. The trainees’

level of applying what they had been trained to their classcs was identified by mean of computing

arithmetic mean, and the supervisions by the lraivnccs’ fellow teachers was evaluated in a
qualitative style:

The findings showed that after tic training 91.89% of the teacher-trainces made higher
achievement scores in the subject content than the prescribed criterion of 70%. On the matter of
successful application of their newly acquired knowledge to the tcaching of their classcs, it was
found from observing their own students that the latter had displayed various traits of cooperative
learning behavior at the *“high™ level and better. On the aspect of the tratnces’ behavior,
according to the findings from fellow-teacher supervision and follow-up supervision by the
present rescarcher herself, it was found that the majority of the teacher-trainees were able to
organize the process of learning attivitics and prepare lesson plans along the line of cooperative
lcarning. It was also observed that the learners were happy and enjoyed their studies. They
worked together and exchanged their ideas. They had learned how to do cvaluation, to scarch for

knowledge and create a new body of knowledge on their own,
