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The purposes of this research were 1) to develop and search for effectiveness of local
curriculum in “Mat Weaven” for Prathom Suksa VI Students, 2) to study and develop process in
Authentic Assessment in “Mat Weaven”, and 3) to search for quality of Portfolio regarding to validity
and reliability.

The sample were 10 of Prathom Suksa VI Students, Sra Sang School, District Office of
Nong Boon Nak, Provincial Office of Nakon Rechaseema, the 2002 academic year.

The instruments were : 1 Structured Interview, 2 Local Curriculum, 3) Worksheet and
Specimen, 4) Exercise, 5) Observation Record, 6) Work Evaluation Form, 7) Evaluation Form of the
student’s strong point and weak point on their work, 8) Caretaker’s opinion toward student’s prominent
work performance, 9) learning achievement test, and 10) the Portfolio.

The research finding were as follows:

1. The effectiveness of local curriculum in “Mat Weaven” constructed and developed was
in “High” value. The students achieved the curriculum objective and passed the evaluation criterion
owing to the constructed and developed curriculum content were regarding to local, resources in local
were put into use in Educational Management, and applying the Authentic Assessment in measurement
and evaluation of leaning achievement and lesson plan, worksheet, specimen, and exercise in local
curriculum management, 2 persons of experts in measurement and evaluation. It found that lesson plan,
worksheet, specimen, and exercise were congruent, and teaching based on constructed lesson plan could
develop process of “Mat Weaven” appropriately The students were interested in learning, they had
“High” level of their performance. This caused sucessful Educational Management by using the local
curriculum.

2. There were 10 steps of the development of process in Authentic Assessment on Local
Curriculum by evaluating of many instruments and Portfolio: 1) Step of defining the objective and type
of Portfolio, 2) step of selecting work piece and evidence, 4) Step of system management of Portfolio,
5) Step of reflecting their opinion or fecling toward work piece and evidence, 6) Step of self ability
investigation, 7) Step of evaluation their performance 4 and evidence, 8) Step of exchanging their
experience relating to work, 9) Step of adapting performance and evidence, 10) Step of performance
exhibition of students, and evaluation at the end of teaching and learning in local curriculum by using
learning achievement test. In conclusion, the average score of students from learning evaluation by
Portfolio was 82.30 or 31.44%, and the average score of students from the learning achievement test at

the end of tcaching and of teaching and learning in local curriculum was 8.5 or 85%. For the total score

of students in local curriculum regarding to “Mat Weaven”, the average score was 90.80 or 90.80%.
Lvery student’s score learning achievement was 4.00, higher than the determined criterion. The number
of students who passed criterion of total score were 100%. Besides, each student gained higher level of
development and ability of “Mat Weaven”. They could shape sedge plant quickly by spending time in
shaping each of sedge plant about 8 to 12 second per each plant. They could sew string into the loom on
frame of the loom very well. The string was straight and sewn into the loom without wrong. For sending
the sedge into high and low level of string quickly, and could twist the end of sedge with string at the
cdge of the mat very well, could shape the edge of mat tightly and smoothly all over the sheet of mat.
They could use their knife to cut the end of sedge with twisted sedge at two sides smoother than the
former time. The pattern of mat was beautiful and precise. The sedge mat was colorful and had equal
range of pattern.
3. For quality of Portfolio regarding to validity and reliability, it found that:

3.1  For concurrent validity, it found that the result between rank order of students
who Had average score of evaluator’s rating on the prominent work and rank order form the class
teacher’s ranking, the correlation coefficient was 0.93

3.2 For inter-rater reliability according to Guilford’s technique, it found that there

was congruent among three evaluators : researcher and two local lecturers, 0.80
