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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were firstly to develop student-centered instructional activities in
English and secondly to improve the Mattayomsuksa IV students’leaming achievement in English in unit
3 and unit 4 of Khokphochaisuksa School Curriculum. The action research design was utilized
together with the four step instructional model consisting of (1) the introductory; (2) the presentation;
(3) the summary; and (4) the evaluation. 45 students from Mattayomsuksa 4/1 class at
Khokphochaisuksa School in Khokphochai Sub-district, Khon Kaen province were purposively selected.
The research participants were the researcher, a teacher coordinator researcher, and 45 students from
Mattayomsuksa 4/1 classroom. The research instruments included: (1) the 13 lesson plans; (2) the
teaching behavior observational checklists (3) the leaming behavior observational checklist (4) the
researcher’s opinions record form (5) the student interview form (6) the research’s reflection record
form; (7) the formative quizzes (8) the student-centered instructional activities checklist (8) the
achievement test with the index of difficulty (p)0.34-0.77, the discrimination power (r)0.20-0.82
and the réﬁabiﬁty of 0.859.

This research mcdel was an action reseach principle with 4 research operation reflecting
cycles. The first consisted of 1-4 lesson plan; the :econd 5-6; the third 7-9 and the fourth 10-13 all
using the established instructional models. The reflzcting operations data were consequently brought up
for analyzing by the researcler, the teacher coordinator ressarcher and the students in order to improve
leaming activities in the next lesson plan

With the implementation of the student-centered instructional activities and the action research
model, this study revealed the following findings.

1. The development of student-centered instructional activities in English is composed of 4
teaching steps: (1) the introduction which stimulates students’ interesting, reviews basic knowledge and
offers new leaming objectives by using multi-mass media, pictures, real situations, discussion, questions
and many other activities (2) the instruction procedure which is consisted of three steps-—
(2.1) presentation of new worksheets, pictures, real situations, label, advertiscment, some examples,
(2.2) controlled practice from workshects and (2.3) free practice or production of communicative

language from worksheets, answering questions, reading and comprehension, writing compositions,
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role-playing and etc.,(3) the conclusion from the students generalization and presentation
(4) the evaluation from exercises, role-playing and productions.

2. The English leaming achievement : it was found that the students’ leaming achievement was
better. Their mean score of students’ leaming achievement was 74.93 percent which was higher than the
prescribed criterion of 70 percent, 95.55 percent of student numbers achiceved the setting score criterion
and this was higher than the prescribed student numbers criterion of 90 percent and most of the students

nad successfully achieved in most of the leaming experiences they had engaged.
