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This study aimed to develop lesson plans of English writing skills through
process approach, to compare students’ English writing skills achievement before and
after being taught through the lesson-plans developed, and to study students’ behaviors
involving learning activities. The sample studied consisted of 52 Prathom Suksa 6
students at Dara Academy, Chiang Mai Province in the 1% semester of Academic year
2003. The experiment followed one group pretest-posttest design. The experimental
instruments consisted of 3 sets of 5 lesson plans of English writing skills through
process approach, the English writing skills test, and the questionnaire concerning
students’ involvement in leaming activities which were administered to students before
and after the experiment. The collected data were analyzed by using means, standard
deviation and t-test.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The lesson plans of English writing skill through process approach developed
contained six stages namely; discussing to find out the topic; writing the first draft;
editing the content with their friends; writing the second draft; checking and editing the
language and grammar with their friends; and writing the final paper. These six stages
were organized into 3 sets of lesson plans totaling 15 lessons plans, and each plan
took one hour of teaching time.

2. Students’ English writing skill achievement after the experiment was higher
than before the experiment at the .01 level of significance.

3. The students’ behaviors involving learning activities at the final stage of the

experiment tended to increase more than at the beginning of the experiment.
