The objective of this research is to the development of learning activities using creative thai
writing, level I of Pratomsuksa VI by Mind Mapping and to study an effectiveness of the creative
writing which means students get over 75/70 percent of an effectiveness averaged point. The targeting
students group was 33 level I of Pratomsuksa VI of Chumchon Nonhanwankroo School Chumpae
District Khon Kaen Province. Material for the study included 1) 12 pieces of paper of learning
managing plans 2) material for reflecting the learning management: behavior recording form of learning
management, resulting recording form of learning management, evaluating form, interviewing form,
evaluating form of the creative writing for the last circle. 3) a test of the creative writing effectiveness.
This research was applied a principle of workshop study in developing learning activities of the creative
writing. After 3 circles accomplished, an effectiveness of the creative writing was tested and analyzed as
below.

1. For the development of learning activities using creative thai writing, level II of
Pratomsuksa VI by Mind Mapping, activities of instruction emphasizing students to participate in varied
activities were parted into several steps. During the introducing step, students were drilled to think
freely, differently, systematically and connectedly. Furthermore, they had experiences in word & /
sentence writing. For the instructing step, with the writing preparation that students learnt the direction of
writing from the samples of the writing work, they could plan the writing via mind maps as tool to
connect, organize and expand ideas about stories they would write. When their work became a concrete,
it was easy for them to rearrange their writing.With not only the practice but also the continual freedom
of thinking, students reached the creativity and enjoyed studying. This pushed them to gain a capacity of
the higher creative writing. ’ '

2. Following the test of the creative writing effectiveness of Thai learning group phase 2
level 11 of Pratornsuksa VI Chumchon Nonhanwankhoo School Khon Kaen Education Service Area 5
using mind mapping, it was found that students reached 80.49 percent of the effective averaged point of
the creative writing and 26 from 33 students had over 75 percent of grade points —or it meant 78.78

percent which correlated to the second objective of the study.
