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The Purpose of this study were to develop documentary writing skills through using
school learning resources for Mathayom Suksa 5 students at Rajaprachanukroh 26 school,
Lamphun Province. The sample comprised 20 Mathayom Suksa 5 students at Rajaprachanukroh
26 school, Pasang District, Lamphun Province, enrolled in the first semester of 2008 academic
year. The instruments consisted of (1) four documentary writing lesson plans using school
learning resources taking 10 hours of teaching time, (2) an essay type test for assessing writing
skills, (3) the documentary writing skills assessment, and (4) the documentary writing
assessment. The collected data were analyzed in terms of mean, standard deviation, t-test and
percentage  and compared with the set criterion of 65 percent with which the student’s
performance was compared and presented in table with description.

The findings are as follows:

The students gained documentary writing skill after using school learning resources at
the significance level of .01 and passed the criterion of 65 percent with 77.97 percent as the
average score, had documentary writing skills passed the set criterion of 65 percent with 75.00
percent as the average score, and had the quality of writing work passed the set criterion of 65

percent with 73.50 percent average score.
