The purposes of this study were to compare the two-step word problem solving
achievement of Prathom Suksa 1 students through concept mapping technique with the set
criteria and to study the Prathom Suksa 1 students’ opinion concerning the word problem
solving leamning through concept mapping technique. The subjects of this study were 35
Prathom Suksa 1 students in the second semester of 2003 academic year at Ban Siyoi School
affiliated to Lamphun Educational Service Area 1. The instruments used in this study were
1) eight instructional plans on two-step word problem solving through cconcept mapping
technique. 2) Two-step word problem solving achievement test. 3) Students’ interviewing
form concerning word problem solving learning. The collected data were analyzed by mean,
percentage, and summarizing the opinions.

The findings of this study were as follows:

1. The pretest average scores of students was 38.97 % which was needed to be

improved and did not pass the set criteria. There were 3 students whose the average scores
passed the set criteria, meanwhile the posttest average scores was 74.06% which was

satisfactory and passed the set criteria. There were 30 students whose the average scores

passed the set criteria.

2. The students’ opinion concerning word problem solving learning through concept
mapping technique were found that: The learning atmosphere: the students expressed that it
was very interesting and challenging them in learning, they wanted more learning time. They
could draw concept mapping in accordance with their concepts and were easy to find the
answers. The learning activities: the students felt that they were very happy while learning
through this technique. The students had participated in learning activities. They could express
their concept through pictures drawing. The usefulness of mathematics learning: the students felt
that they coulfi understand the word problems better than before, apply the methods in solving

another problems, and obtain reasonable thinking.
