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ABSTRACT 225778

The purposes of this research were to develop English lessons by using social
interaction activities to promote listening-speaking abilities of adult learners and to
compare the listening-speaking ability, the self-confidence before and after learning
the lessons. The population was 20 students enrolled in the short term English for
Career in study class of the 129th at Chiang Mai Polytechnic College, Mueng District,
Chiang Mai Province. There were three types of research instruments. The first type
was used for designing the proto-syllabus and 6 lessons based on social interaction
activities. The second type used for evaluating the effectiveness of the lessons
consisted of a lesson plan evaluation form and a listening-speaking ability assessment
form. The third type used for collecting data included a listening-speaking ability test
and a self-confidence test that were administered before and after learning through
social interaction activities lessons. The data obtained were analyzed by using mean
and standard deviation. The findings were as follows:

1. The efficiency of a six-lesson based on social interaction activities was
suitable with the high level.

2. After using social interaction activities lessons, the adult learners’
listening-speaking abilities increased.

3. After using social interaction activities lessons, the adult learners’
self-confidence increased.
