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To develop indicator for education quality is the most important to improve educational
organization according to National Scheme of Education year 2002-2016. In this study, high schools and
universities in Khon Kaen province were investigated to develop the suitable quality education indicator
and to study the weighted values of each education standards and quality education indicators.
Questionnaires were sent to teachers and lecturers who take responsibility to quality assurance for both
qualitative and quantitative opinions. For high schools, there are 96 indicators created by The Office for
National Education Standards and Quality Assessment (ONESQA), Office of The Basic Education
Commission (OBEC) and additional conceptual indicators. Result of 84 feedbacks from 354 are: more
than 80% agrees to the indicators and suitable weight percentages for 18 standards are 7, 6, 5, 5, 5, 3, 6,
6,7,7,5,55,5,5, 6,5, and 5, respectively. For universities, there are 48 indicators created by The
Office for National Education Standards and Quality Assessment. Results of 7 feedbacks from 8 are:
more than 80% agrees to the indicators and suitable weight percentages for 7 standards with total score

160 are 45, 20, 25, 10, 20, 20, and 20, respectively.
