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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to develop the indicators for an Internal Quality %str:all-ncOe 90f6 a
Prapariyattidhamma School, Department of General Education, Wat Taprahongtespradit School under the
Office of National Buddhism, Khon Kaen Province. The sample were the stakeholders in Educational
Management of Prapariyattidhamma School as classified into group: those who received service Matayom
1- Matayom 6 Student, the support group receiving service the student’ caretaker, the layman or
laywoman who looked after the worldly needs of a priest, the service providers The Educational
Committee, a senior Buddhist priest, alumni, and people in community. The process of research and
development during October 2002 to April 2003 by classifying into 4 stage as follows:

The First Step: To study the possibility in research and development. The conceptual framework
in research and development dividing standard into 3 aspects: standard of product aspect, standard of
process aspect, and standard of factor aspect. The schools during an Internal Quality Assurance were
selected Prapariyattidhamma School, Department of General Education, Wat Taprahongtespradit.

The Second Step: development of standard and indicators by using in-depth interview technique
and focus group arrangement with common interest. The data were analyzed by Content Analysis in order
to classify group of indicators type for drafting standard and indicators.

The Third Step: validity investigation of indicators by criticizing of people and surveying the
opinion for those who couldn’t participate in criticizing of people and investigation the stakeholders’
opinion toward probability of practical indicators. '

The Fourth Step: standard printing implementation of and complete issue indicators.

For the findings of research and development, found that there were the increased indicators
development of Prapariyattidhamma School, Department of General Education from the former increased
indicators of the Office of National Buddhism from 88 indicators to 159 indicators. There were 71
increased indicators. They were divided into standard of product aspect increasing from 33 indicators to
65 indicators. There were 32 increased indicators. The standard of process aspect increase from 22
indicators to 37 indicators. There were 15 increased indicators. For the standard of input factor aspect,
they increased from 33 indicators to 55 indicators. There were 22 increased indicators.

The finding of research and development found that there were confirmed practical hypothesis in
this study with the school stakeholders as the student, schoo! administrators, the Educational Institute
Committee, teachers, caretakers, layman and lay woman who looked after the worldly needs of a priest, a

senior Buddhist priest, alumni, and people in community. They could be those who participated in
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development implementation the indicators for an Internal Quality Assurance of Prapariyattidhamma
School, Department of General Education to be relevant to the context. Those indicators were accepted by

every part of the stakeholders.
