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The objectives of this study were: 1) to evaluate the effectiveness of an
implementation of the Child-Friendly School in Mahasarakham Province, (2) to
compare the project implementation between high effective and-low effective schools,
and (3) to develop the model of project implementation of the Child-Friendly School
in ‘Mahasarakham Province. There were 3 phases of conducting research: 1) an
evaluation of implementation effectiveness of the Child-Friendly School. Data was
collected from a questionnaire sending to teachers and administrators in 9 schools,
total of 92 persons in total, 2) a comparative analysis of the implementation of the
Child-Friendly School Project between high and low effective school by interviewing
teachers and administrators, students, school board, and observing school
implementation, and 3) a development of the Child-Friendly School project
implementation model by synthesizing resulted from the research ﬁndings on the
Child-Friendly School in Mahasarakham Province and the modeled school in Khon
Kaen Province.

The research findings revealed that:

.- 1. The implementation effectiveness of the Child-Friendly School Project in
Mahasarakham province in context aspects, every child-Friendly school had good
relation with community. The school completely enrolled students based on criterion
and including readiness for the enrollment of underprivileged students according to
their willingness.

For process aspects, the schools eventually offered activity for students’
development in order to develop students’ physical, emotional, intellectual, moral and
skill components which were necessary in daily life for developing the right of
development and participation. The Schools provided the students’ information
system by using data sources including students and peer, and parents. The teachers’
problem solving techniques were advising, remedial teaching, providing guidance and
counseling, based on the problem condition. The students’ participation in the
instructional management always includes collaboration in activity performance
ass1gned by teacher. The regular teaching techniques were: 1) case study, 2) group
process, 3) project work, and 4) independent study.

The schools develop children’s life skills in communication by speak training
most. There was skill training of basic living in using agricultural, invention, woven
and gem cutting devices, making income ﬁ'om agrlcultural product 1nvent1ve and
woven outcome.
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, All 9 Child-Friendly Schools offered self assessment activity in participative
style at once in the first year of participating in the project. The children’s problems
‘were founded causing from the students themselves in discipline, expenditure, causing
from the students’ family without caretakers. Their parents did not give collaboration
in children development. The teachers solved problem by guidance, providing
counseling, and asking for the parents collaboration. For the past caused from the
community were: the community rarely collaborates in activities management, the
problem solving was still in responding based on situation.

2. Comparative analysis of project implementation between the child-Friendly
Schools with high and low effective founded that the the low effectiveness school had
differentiation from the high effectiveness school in 8 Of the process of project
implementation. Both schools could: not implement new familiar things in
determining students’ skills development policy, project management, informing
learning achievement to students without ranking, providing system of child

__protection, life skill development, and life long education for underprivileged students
outside schools. The differentiations of the low effectiveness school from high

effective school were in 6 of activities in the process of project implementation. Low
effectiveness caused from the lacked of knowledgeable and skillful personnel in
practlce support from central part, and no alliance organization providing for support.

3. Implementation model development: was performed by synthesizing the
implementation guidelines of the Child-Friendly School in Mahasarakham province

with modeled school, outlining model and reviewing, evaluating the possibility,
improving the project 1mplementat10n model of the Chlld—Fnendly School for 6 stages
as follow:

(1) Providing organization and work management structure

(2) Surveying children’s problem and needs. ‘

(3) Determining the continuous implementation before lmplementatlon
among every part of related persons.

(4) Practicing the practice guideline of every part of related persons.

(6) Adjusting predict condition as usual work for continuity development.
According to this study, the researcher concluded and - provided
recommendations of implementations for school and related work units as well as
research for expenmentatlon and developed model which could be used in overall

Child-Friendly School in others context, and experimentation for trying out pilot
study and assessment of practice based on the developed model as well. '
