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PAWANAN INRIN : FORENSIC WOUND EXAMINATION OF OFFENDERS

BEING ADMITTED TO PRISON. AN INDEPENDENT STUDY ADVISORS: PROF. POL.

The aims of this research are 1.) Study the wounds patterns of the offenders
being admitted to prison. Study from Nakhon Pathom Central Prison. 2.) Analyzed the
wounds characteristic of offenders before admitted to prison. Study from Nakhon Pathom
Central Prison. 3.) To develop the form of physical examination and medical record of
offenders being admitted to prison, which were sent to Nakhon Pathom Central Prison from
1% December, 2007 to 30 ™ April, 2008. Offenders who have wounds were included in this
research. Methodology was done by the documents analysis, offenders’ physical examination
and interview. Of all 1,167 offenders, there were 32 cases injured. The researcher recorded
and collected data from all the offenders being admitted, using the form of physical
examination record that developed by the researcher.

The results showed that almost the offenders were men .Almost all the prisoners
have wounds before admitted to prison. The most of the offenders who have wound come
form habit controlled substances cases and theft, handling robbery cases respectively. Almost
wounds were contusion and bruise respectively. These showed that the wounds were caused
by blunt injury. There are no harmful wounds that were cured more than 20 days. Almost the
offenders were not diagnosed and treated before admitted to the prison. The offenders
realized the importance of physical examination. There are two reasons. First, the offenders
wanted to cure the wounds. Second, the offenders believed that, medical records can be their
witnesses in court. The result of interview form physicians, nurses and prison staffs who gave
information showed that the physical examination record form that developed by the
researcher is suitable to be used in the prison. Especially, the record form is clear, systematic
and is kept by photographic taken.
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
