The research aimed at studying health status, life styles and role of Thai’s nun in Isaan

context, and exploring attitude toward Thai’s nun among people living in the community setting.

Two study areas of the study were selected based on objective; to understanding Thai nun two study

areas included Nongbuarawea district, Chaiyapoom province, and Kamcha-i district, Mukdaharm

province. Study target included 47 nuns, 5 monks, and 11 visitors. Data collection though SF 36 on

perceived health status, informal interview, and participant observation. The other objective was to

study attitude toward Thai nun among people living in the community hospital settings included

Phuweing Hospital, PakChong Nana Hospital, Khamcha-i Hospital, and Nonbuarawea Hospital.

Data was collected by using questionnaire developed by researchers. 448 questionnaires were

sending to co-researcher in each area but returned only 427 or 95.31. Data analysis using descriptive

statistic and content analysis was done. Results as following;

1.

Thai nun perceived that their health status were getting worse than last year, however
their health condition did not interfere on daily functioning. They had positive emotion
health.

Life style of Thai nun reflected ascetic way of life; commitment to the Dharma, sleep
late and early momming wake, self reliance, and nurture faith.

Thai nun roles by means of Dharma included 3 dimensions, role to self, role to
religious people, and role to society. The strengthening aspects of nun roles including
feminine, motherhood sense, less commandments, easily access, and self reliance, but
the weak dimensions were diversity on legal status, social exclusion and male
dominant society. Factors influencing on Thai nun roles were social location (urban or
rural ) , Thai nun own performance, and the monk institute.

People living in 4 communities had positive attitude towérd Thai nun. 50.4% respects
as abbot, 19.2 respects as elderly. Regarding to Thai nun board; 53.8% agree to living
out, 36.8% agree to living in Wat area. 65% recommended that nun should continue
Dharma practicing, 46% agree that nun should take responsibility for community

development, but 21.9 did not agree that nun should taking care for the sick.
