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The purposes of this research were 1) to develop the learning activities for reading
skill and thinking process through articles, 2) to develop the reading skill and thinking
process on Thai Subject Group using articles for PrathomSuksa IV students, to reach the
709% of scores mean for at least 70% of them, and 3) to study the learning achievement of
Thai Subject Group for PrathomSuksa IV students of Paed Pitthayarat school through
articles, to reach the mean of scores at 70% for at least 80% of them.

Target group was 29 PrathomSuksa IV students from Paed Pitthayarat school of
Sakonnakhorn Educational Service Are III studying in the first semester of 2008 academic
year.

The three types of research tool for this action research consisted of 1)
experimental tools for practicing, including 12 instructional plan and 3 articles which
separated to 24 hours, for developing the reading skill and thinking process, 2) reflection
tool for practicing outcome included the observation form of instructional management and
3) evaluation tools for effectiveness of teaching pattern including practicing model for
reading skill and thinking process, 4 multiple choices of testing form for measuring the
learning achievement of Thai Subject Group for PrathomSuksa IV students which
comprised of 30 items.

The research findings found that;

1. The result of developing the instructional activities for reading skill and thinking
process through articles, based on steps of instructional process management, created by
researcher which included short and clear steps of 1) the preparation of reading, 2) the
silent reading, 3) the developing of language skill, and 4) the learning by sharing. Teacher
designed learning through the specific activities of promoting the reading skill and thinking
process as well as setting the environment for supporting students to learn by joining.

Students participated in various activities with the motivation and alertness of learning

accordingly. The teaching process of outcome refection also decreased the problems and
obstacles of teaching as well as empowered the students on interpretation of signs or
words, to be the thought, knowledge, and understanding for impleménting and adapting to
useful usage.

2. 86.20% of students got the 78.70% for mean of scores for readihg skill and
thinking process which higher than expectation; 70% of students and 70% for mean of
scores.

3. 86.20% of students got the 78.60% for mean of scores for learning

achievement which higher than expectation; 80% of students and 70% for mean of scores.
