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The purpose of this study was to analyze the transmission methods of Thai musical instruments playing
tocal scholars in primary schools. The study investigated 3 areas of the musical instrument transmission methods as
follow :

1. Transmission methods i.e : 1.1) Teaching methods, a composed subject matter, the use of various
teaching aids, and assessment. 1.2) Teaching steps of Thai musical instruments by local scholars. 1.3) The assembly
and training adjusted of the band.

2. Opinion of the persons involved in the primary school. On transmission methods of Thai
musical by local scholars.

3. Obstacles and problems encountered with the transmission faced by the persons invelved in the
primary schools.

The respondents were consisted of 9 local scholars, @ administrators, 10 teachers by purposive
sampling and 94 students selected by simple random sampling. The researchers used the research instruments
following : observation, indepth interview, questionnaires. The a statistical, treatment was percentage, and was
presented by description.

Summary of Findings :-

1. Teaching methods , local scholars formulated contents of their teaching method by themselves,
used various teaching aids, assessed their learner's skills individualy, small groupingly, and in group performance.

2. The teacher and student perceived that the “one by one” style of teaching is the best way of
teaching.They also perceived that the sound of “Noy“ should be changed to  “Do Re Me”

3. The obstacles and problems encountered with the transmission methods ofThai musical
instruments by local scholars were a) local scholar facked of high education and have insufficient phycholcgyed
pedagogy : b) The musical instruments used for teaching were lacked of maintenance because of lacking budget

and maintenancing personal.
