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The purpose of this descriptive study was to examine self-care behaviors regarding to
cervical carcinoma prevention among wcmeﬁ aged 35-60 years in Mueang district of
Samutsongkhram province, Stratification saxﬁp!es were selected from 350 women who were
target group according to Public Health Ministry’s policy in fiscal year 2007. Qucéticmnaims
were applied for data collection. Data analysing, by statistics computer software, was divided
into descriptive and analytic statistics. Chi-square test, Pearson’s product moment correlation

coefficient, and stepwise muitiple regression analysis were employed for data analysing,

Study results indicated that bio-social factors, education and marital status, related to
behaviors of cervical carcinoma by statistically significant at P-value = .05, Others were not
statistically related. Risk factors which related to behaviors of cervical carcinoma by
statistically significant at P-value = .05, include the first sexual intercourse at young of age, got
abortive history, got sexual transmitting disease, smoking, got experience regarding to pap
smear examination, and contraceptive duration, Predisposing factors about knowledge and
health belief in all aspects of perception related to behaviors of cervical carcinoma by
statistically significant at P-value = .05, Enabling factors and reinforcing factors related to
cervical carcinoma prevention behaviors by statistically significant at P-value = .03,
Predisposing factors, got highest predictable power, include knowledge conoceming cervical
carcinoma, perception concerning benefits and barriers of self-practicing, could predict

behaviors of cervical carcinoma at 25.9 percent.
