The purposes of the study were to develop grade-2 students’ learning achievement in
English language, to study their attitude and opinions towards total physical response.

The sample was consisted of 20 grade-2 students in Ban Ta Nang Luan School,
Chonnabot District, Khon Kaen Province during the first semester of the 2002 academic
year.The students were selected by a purposive sampling and the One-Shot Case Study
Design was employed for the collection of data. The tools used in the experiment
consisted of 20 lesson plans, a teaching behavior observation form, a student’s studying.
behavior observation form, a leaming achievement test and a questionnaire on the
students’ opinions about English language subject and the total physical response
instructional method. The collected data were analyzed by means of calculating frequency,

percentage and arithmetic mean.

The findings:

1. The students had made a mean achievement score of 83.87% and 85% of
the student passed the prescribed 70% passing criterion;

2. About 90.16% of the students had shown a positive attitude toward studying
English language as well as their enthusiasm, interest, confidence, expressiveness and fun.

3. As regards the students’ opinions about English language subject and the total
Physical Response instructional method, all of the students indicated that they liked
studying the English language subject. The total physical response instructional method
was fun. It helped them to understand the meanings of words and to memorize them better.
The activities also encouraged them to speak the language with greater confidence. About
95% of the students indicated that they participated in-group activities with great fun.

Speaking English rhythmically and through gestures helped them learn how to speak the

language capably. The only item in the questionnaire that produced a wide range of
different responses was question No. 15 to which 15% of the students responded that it
was difficult to leam how to speak English while 65% thought that it was not so, and 20%

responded with uncertainty.
