The purposes of this research were to develop learning activities, learning achievement and
reading skill in Thai Subject Group for Prathomsuksa II students using the Thammanoon Karn-Sorn-
Arn model, with the expectation of 80% of students could reach the minimum scores of 80%.

The target group was 18 Prathomsuksa II students from Ban Non Muang School of Khon Kaen
Educational Service Area, I studying in the second semester of academic year of 2007. The three
research tools identified by their using aspects consisted of 1) experimental tool for practicing including
19 instructional plans, 2) reflection tools for practicing outcome ; the recording form of reflecting the
result of using each activities plan, including observation form for teacher behavior, observation form
for students behavior, recording form for the result of using teaching plan, and observation form for
reading behavior, and 3) evaluation tool for effective learning management including the testing form
for measuring learning achievement of Thai Subject Group, testing form for measuring reading skill, and
end-of-spiral quizzes.

The research findings found that;

1) The developing of learning activities through the Thammanoon Karn—Sorn-Am model
consisted of five steps activities including 1) teaching for reading comprehension, 2) reading for
application, 3) expanding experiences through reading new vocabulary and writing experiences chart,
4) assorted activities and 5) summary activities. The result could reach the satisfaction of students need
as well as suitable for target group, supporting the appropriate environment for learning, systematic
activities, continuing on teaching reading process which distributed the development of reading behavior
for students, and the learning achievement could reach the minimum requirement.

2) Prothomsuksa II students studied Thai Subject Group using the Thammanoon Karn-
Sorn-Arn model could develop their learning achievement to reach the Mean of 80% as expected, while
the number of students reached much more than the minimum expectation of 80% at 82.90%.

3) The result of developing reading skill for Prothomsuksa II students in Thai Subject
Group using the Thammanoon Karn-Sorn-Am model, evaluated by 1) the students observation form
for reading skill in each instructional plan based on the evaluation criteria using reading evaluation form
which was developed by researcher, and 2) the testing form for reading which collected, adapted and
developed appropriately through the articles from various resources by researcher : each article
comprised of two part including 1) testing form for reading out the article and 2) five items of three—
multiple choices testing form, found that the development of reading skill of students became better

accordingly in each of three action research spirals.
