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The main objective of this study was to identify the impact of exchange rate

toward Thailand domestic agricultural prices, especially the major export goods.

This study used the secondary data from government agencies, by using the
quarterly data over the period 1985-2004. Studying the impact of exchange rate via
Real effective exchange rate Index (REER) toward on domestic agricultural prices via
Farm price Index, emphasize on categories of agricultural products exported groups to

the market which are crops, grain and food crops, livestock and Fisheries.

The study found that the exchange rate affects domestic agricultural prices, in
all groups notably on Fisheries, grains and food crops, crops and livestock
respectively. Therefore, it is recommended that the Thai authorities should be more
concerned on the value of Thai Baht, and if possible should encourage agricultural

sector in adoption of local production inputs.
