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The purposes of this research were to know 1) the knowledge level of administrators, teachers and school
committee before and after implementing the 2544 B.E. basic educational curriculum in pilot and network schools, 2) the
knowledge differences of administrators, teachers and schocl committee before and after implementing the 2544 B.E. basic
educational curriculum in pilot and network schools, 3) the overall context evaluation ; input, process and product in
implementing the 2544 B.E. basic educational curriculum in pilot and network schools. The sample were 60 respondents in
pilot and network schools. The instruments used for collecting data were questionnaire of knowledge evaluation, interview
form and observation form. The CIPP model of Deniel L. Stuffiebeam was used as a theoretical framework for the ideal. All
data were obtained during May - October 2002. The statistical analysis were frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, t-test and content analysis.

The research findings revealed that :

1. The knowledge level before implementing the curriculum were at a high level for school administrators, a
moderate level for teachers and school committee, however, the knowledge after implementing the curriculum were at a high
level for the school administrators, and teachers and a moderate level for school committee.

2. There was not a significant different of the knowledge of school administrators, teachers, school
committee between before and after implementing the curriculum.

3. The evaluation of the implementing of the 2544 B.E. Basic Educational curriculum found that :

3.1 Context : the curriculum objectives consistant with core curriculum in the dimension of
curriculum structure, learning hour, leamning period, and student activity development, where as, content of the subjects
consistant with leamer’s skills, leaming processes and learners’ characteristics. Moreover, the local community ready to
accommodate the education.

3.2 Input : the school administrators have an expertist in curriculum planning. The teachers have an
expertist in school cumiculum making. The students have an appropriate in physical development, intelligent, emotion and
social development. The school provided an effective learning factors to support learning situation.

3.3 Process : the teacher participated in curriculum making. The school have curriculum committee
setting,_cum‘culum conferencing, supervising and personnel development. The teachers have lesson plan. There was also
the evaluating in all subjects.

3.4 Product : school curriculum consistant with school vision, content of subjects. students’
achivement, learning module, and times. The teaching and leaming were best fit with lesson plan. The students have a

leaming by participating. The criterions for evaluating made by teachers cover there subjects.
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
