The purpose of present study was to develop primary schoo! tzachers teaching behavior  based
on Acheson and Gall’s model of clinical supervision. The target group was comprised of 2 primary
schnnl teachers who taught mathematics and mental arithmetic in Montree Sueksa School, Nampong
District, Khon Kaen Province during the second semester of the 2001 academic Yeer.

The tools used in the study included 1) research operation tool which was consisted of clinical
supervision plans, 2) data collection tools which were consisted of teaching behavior observation form to
be used before the commencement of clinical supervision, a planing conference form, a classroom
observation form, a feedback conference form, a group meeting form, a supervisor's diary, a teacher’s
diary, interview forms to be used with the teachers, the student and the school administrators, and 3
supporting tocls which were a camera and a tape recorder.

The findings showed that, after being supervised through the clinical supervision,
the teachers’ teaching behavior had changed for the better in a variety of ways as follows:

1. They had prepared their lessons through short and long-term lesson pians;

2. They sirictly followed their self-prepared lesson plans;

3. They used genuine instructional media, as well as picture and letter media;

4. They assigned tasks to their students according to the lzsson lil:lans and the latter’s ability;
5. They gave reinforcement by giving praise and adoming stars to the students for their good

deeds;
6. The teachers maintained class order by using praise and stars. For instance, they gave a star

to the sudents who turned in their works on schedule, or a student would be forfeited his star his unruiy
behaviar.

7. The teachers inieracted with their students in a quite friendly way. They smiied 3 lct and
looked aftar their students very well. They used polite language and scolded on one.

8. On the matrer of evaluaring their instruction, the teachers kept a record of the results of their
mstruction 2fter each lesson. They also kept revising their successive lesson plans by means of comecting
their past rluws. The 1eachers, school sdministrators and students were of # concurran opinion that the
wachers had developed a more desirable teaching behavior. The studerts enioved ther studies more. The
students opined that learning atmosphore had become more interesting. The reachers who had been
supervised hud developed the quality of their teaching which was in actordance with the national policy of
educational development. The teachers had also developed a positive attitude towards educational

supervision and were able to understand the nature of a learner better.
