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The purposes of this one group pretest posttest experimental research were 1) to study English
teachers’ knowledge and competency in conducting classroom action research and their opinions on peer
coaching, and 2) to compare English reading comprehension scores and opinions on teaching and learning
process of the students taught by their English teachers conducting the classroom action research while
teaching them. The samples of this study were 5 English secondary school teachers and 156 students in
Nonthaburipithayakom School, Nonthaburi Province. The instruments used for the study were divided into two
sets. The first set for collecting data from the teachers were a test on teachers’ general concepts on classroom
action research, a rating scale form for the evaluation of writing an action research project, an instructional
observation checklist for peer coaching, structured interview questions and focus group discussion guideline.
The second set for collecting data from the students were English reading comprehersion achievement test and
a questionnaire for asking opinions on teaching and learning process afier the experiment. The pereentage,
mean, standard deviation and 1-test dependent were used for analyzing quantitative data, and content analysis
for interpreting qualitative data.

The results of the research were as follow:

1. Teachers’ knowledge and competence on classroom action research afier teachers’ peer coaching
was higier than that before the study. Teachers’ opinions on peer coaching indicated that this supervision
technique helped conducting classroom action research 1o be successful. Also the classroom action research
helped students’achieve higher English reading comprehension skills.

2. The students’ reading comprehension scores before and after the teachers’ conducting classroom
action research were significantly different at 0.05. The students had positive opinions toward the instruction of
the teachers since the instructions were performed step by step and students had much more opportunity to

perticipate in learning activities.
