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Jomkhwan Chanthanyakam 2007: Impacts of Rules of Origin on Thai Exported
Products: Case Study of Canned Tuna and Textile. Master of Science (Agricultural

The objectives of this thesis are to study the rules of origin under the Thailand-Australia
Free Trade Agreement (TAFTA), the way of finding rules of origin of Thai canned tuna and

textiles under TAFTA and the impact of TAFTA on Thai canned tuna and textiles.

The results of this study indicated that the rules of origin under the Thailand-Australia
Free Trade Agreement started on 1" January 2005. Rule of origin for canned tuna (HS 160414) is
‘Substantial Transformation Change of Tariff Classification’ and rule of origin for textile (HS 6105)

is ‘Regional Value Content (RVC)’. Following that rules makes canned tuna and textiles to be the

Thai nationality goods.

The impact of rules of origin on Thai canned tuna producers is they should check the
process of production to make sure that it is a Substantial Transformation Change of Tariff
Classification and that values of canned tuna (HS 160414) have increased because of decreasing
taxation. Another impact of rules of origin on Thai textile producers is that they should carefully
check the Regional Value Content and that value of textiles (HS 6105) have decreased because of

decreasing amounts of raw material.

The recommendation of this thesis is: Thailand governors who are responsible for the
rules of origin agreement should study the goods structure and carefully discuss suitable rules of

origin for goods to give Thailand full advantage from the agreement.
