This present action research was the development of food sanitation which using the process of
participation from the Bamboo Rafting Business along Sern Stream in Nong Rua District Khon Kaen
Province. The purpose of this research was to strengthen the knowledge of accurate food sanitation to the
entrepreneurs in order to standardize the food sanitation system Moreover, this research aimed to encourage the
collaboration of development between entrepreneurs, Tambon Administrative Organization, Primary Care Unit,
and People Organization. The research was conducted by using the case study which selected 9 rafts from the
Bamboo Rafting Business along Sern Stream, and Ban Nong Mek-Nong Tum. In addition, there were 45
volunteers of i’eople Organization to participate in élis development. The procedures used in this research
comprised the survey of sanitation’s conditions of the Bamboo Rafting Business along Sern Stream, the group
discussion, the practical training which finally leaded to Appreciation Influence Control (A-1-C) in order to give
the opportunity to all participants continuously take part in the process of development. The data collected were
separated into two sets, namely qualitative and quantitative data before and after the food sanitation
_ development.

The result indicated that after the food sanitation development, the entreprencurs were better
educated at 60.9 %. The result of comparing the difference mean between pre and post development revealed
that there was statistically significant differences (P-value < 0.001). Furthermore, the findings found that 2) the
entrepreneurs always had the suitable practical scores following the regulations of food sanitation which
increased to 52.2% after the development. The result of comparing the difference mean of the practical scores
of pre and post development exposed that there were the statistically significant differences (P-value < 0.001).
The evaluation of the food sanitation standard found that there were 7 Bamboo Rafting Business along Sern
Stream were standardized at 77.8%, which increased to 55.6% after the development. Also, the result revealed
that 4) after the food sanitation development, the entrepreneurs, the Tambon Administrative Organization in
Ban K(‘)‘ng, the Primary Care Unit in Ban Nong Mek and the People Organization appropriately took part in the
development of food sanitation system which increased to 62.3 after the development. The result of comparing
the difference mean of the participation scores found that there was the statistically significant differences
(P-value < 0.001).

The development of food sanitation of Bamboo Rafting Business along Sem Stream by using the
Participation Process between the entrepreneurs, the Tambon Administrative Organization, the Primary Care
Unit, and the People Organization could encourage the entrepreneurs gain the knowledge and accurate
operation and improve the behavior of service food management. Additionally, they could develop the food

sanitation till their 7 rafts of their bamboo rafting business could overcome the evaluation and could be certified

the standard of food sanitation.
