The purpose of this independent study was to develop a model for the nursing care
of imminent violence and to study the effectiveness of this model. The subjects were 10
registered nurses and 13 patients who had experienced imminent violence episodes. The
study was from February to April 2004. The methodology of the study consisted of two
cycles of action research. The initial cycle consisted of four stages. Stage 1 studied the
relevant nursing care context. This was achieved by examining the problems of violent
patients, by holding focus groups to solve problems, by interviews and by observation of
daily practice. The result found the nursing care guidelines were not clear, there was an
increased incident rate of violent behavior, physical violence was found against the
psychiatric team, and the nursing team’s work was not being processed. Stage 2 consisted
of planning and solving the identified problems. This model developed nursing care for
violent patients. Stage 3 consisted of action and reflection regarding nursing care. Five
patients experiencing violent behavior were helped due to the nursing care provided by the
nursing team. Stage 4 consisted of the evaluation of this model, which showed the nursing
team were able to assess the level of violence and provide appropriate nursing care. One
suggestion was for a risk-management checklist to assess violent behavior in newly
admitted patients.

The second cycle token for new model for nursing care of imminent violence in 8
violent patients. The results indicated the nursing team were able to implement the nursing
care steps effectively, had a new effective model for nursing care model, and a high level
of satisfaction was generally encountered.. Evaluation of action behavior regarding violence
demonstrated psychiatric patients showed violence. After management and nursing
intervention, the level of aggression generally reduced to a normal level. The imminent
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Vio.ence study encountered a high level of satisfaction regarding nursing care.
