The objective of this research was to investigate learning achievement,
opinion, metacognition and learning persistency through the advance organizers.

The subjects were 25 students during the second academic year of 2003 at Ban
Khengnadi, Amphoe Khuengnai, Ubon Ratchatani. The population was selected
by cluster sampling.

The tools of the research included (1) Self-Developed achievement test,
whose p value was 0.40-0.61, r value was 0.42-0.70, and valid coefficient was 0.84;
(2) Opinion test for the students undergoing advance organizers; (3) evaluation form
for Metacognition; and (4) Programmed Instruction with 89.53/89.53 efficient value
and 0.65 success value.

The first data on learning achievement of the subjects undergoing the advance
organizers were analyzed by dependent t-test using the SPSS for Windows program.
The second data on opinion towards provision of the advance organizers and towards
atmosphere in the classroom were expressed as percentage and content analysis.

The third data on metacognition were analyzed by percentage and data analysis.
And, the fourth data on learning persistency were analyzed by dependent t-test.

The findings showed that (1) the result of learning achievement after
involvement was higher than before involvement of advance organizers. (2) For
opinion on advance organizers, the subjects agreed that provisions of advance
organizers helped them review the lessons before studying new topics, made them
ready for new contents of next program as well as facilitated them to understand
the programmed instruction. In studying atmosphere, the students demonstrated that
the advance organizers provided them with opportunities to acquire knowledge based
on their potential and discuss as well as ask questions, and give them insight into the
contents. However, they reminded that those who finished the program first would
interfere the class. (3) The result of the metacognition in all four aspects showed that
the students had metacognition at high level in self-supervision and perception with
100% and 96% respectively, while planning and thinking strategies were at low level
with 20% and 16% respectively.(4) Learning persistency of the subjects on
Mathematics was not statistically different at a 0.05 level of significance.

empowering messages for developing community led initiatives in substance abuse
prevention. Adolescents should be given opportunity and their potential should be
empowered for options of income generating activities. Family relationships should
be strengthened through empowering women’s potential of family care and
management. Care network in the slum community, especially those among
neighborhoods, should be strengthened since neighborhood watch is highly needed
for substance abuse prevention. These proposed messages identified significance of
the learning process among all involving people in the slum community. This process
should be educative, enlightening, empowering and emancipatory experiences for
adolescents and their family, members of the immediate community agencies and
authorities, those from related agencies including community nurses.
