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ABSTRACT TE133989

The objective of this research were (1) to study an Instructional Thai reading
comprehension ability for Prathom suksa 4 students ; (2) to compare the learning
achievement between using the constructed Instructional of Thai with the emphasis on
Thai reading comprehension ability with comic book approach.

The subjects of this study were 98 Prathom Suksa 4 students in the first
semester of the academic year 2002, Modindaeng Demonstration school, Khon Kaen
University, Tambon Naimaung, Am‘phoe Muang, Changwat Khon Kaen. The subjects
were selested by the Cluster Sampling technique and divided into two groups. The
experimental group (n = 49) was taught by the model with the Thai reading
comprehension ability and the control group was taught by the conventional method.
Intact-group cofnparison design was used in this study. The reseach tools were the
teaching plans, the Thai languége learning achievement test. The data analysis
(SPSS/PC™) at the .05 level of statistical significance.

The result were as follows:

1. An instructional Model for Thai reading comprehension ability was
constructed and developed from principe and theory of the Thai reading comprehension
ability. The main objective of on instructional model presented was to. dévelop student
Thai reading comprehension ability for each situations consisted of (1) taught of new
words with cartoon cards (2) study of story with cartoon cards (3) reading
comprehension ability of story with cartoon book (:") the application process was the
reading comprehension ability by the students themselves from the new situations.

2. The students learning achievement in Thai language of the experimental

group was higher than the control group at the .05 level of statistical significance.
